•	 Translation Service

Mango Languages is a fun and easy online self-study program to learn English. You can use it free with 
your library card. You can start learning immediately by selecting Guest Access or you can create a 
password so each time you return to the page, you can pick up where you left off. 

•	 Materials In Dari
The Library offers materials in several languages. Search “Dari” by Subject in the catalog for any results. 
Searching “Persian” by Subject may also give results.
Materials may also be available to stream and download. Try out Libby and Hoopla. Both are electronic 
resources that can be accessed in your browser, or via Android or iOS apps. Each requires a library card 
and setting up an account for access to content. 
Periodicals can help keep patrons connected to their culture and country. Many non-English language 
periodicals are available online through Libby.
